Instructions: 
You will be working in partners for this activity but both people need to hand their own sheet!!  Propose an animal that you would like to learn more about to the teacher. 
Write down your name and request here______________________________________ Once you have approval, it is your job to find 10 sources of the highest quality that Google can offer.  This should take you more than 10 minutes at the minimum!  You should try different search words to refine your results.
Example: My first search was Timber Rattlesnake.  My second search was Crotalus horridus which is the genus and species name for the Timber Rattlesnake.
DON’T CLICK ON ANY UNTIL YOU HAVE COMPLETED THE STEPS BELOW FOR MINIMUN OF 5 SOURCE HITS! 
1. Type in your search word and then read the large blue title to see what you can learn about your source.
2. Read the URL under the large blue title to see else what you can learn about your source.
3. Be skeptical of information from Wikipedia, blogs, random people, pet sites, people trying to sell something 
4. Be less skeptical of websites that have “.edu, .org, .state” they are usually trustworthy.
Other things to be aware of:
5. Use Wikipedia as a search engine.  To do this, click on the Wikipedia source and then scroll down to the section titled References.  You can see what sources they used to build page and often they are hyperlinks to the actual source.  You can go to original source and learn directly from that.
6. If your source is a PDF chances are you have found a high level source such as a journal article.  This is usually great info but often hard to understand because of jargon.
TIME TO CLICK!
1. Click on the sources you decided will have best information (based on steps above) and quickly scroll through to see how long it is and how it is laid out.
2. You will notice many sources will have the same information in different layouts.  Keep your eyes open for sources that have NEW information so you don’t select 10 sources with the same info.
***You do not need to read all 10 sources when you make your slide.  All you need to do now is show me you can find 10 high quality sources using these tips***
